MQ-9 Reaper

The MQ-9 Reaper, the USAF's killer spy drones, is a high altitude, long endurance unmanned aircraft system (UAS) comprising a ground
control station (GCS), MQ-9 air vehicles and other equipment along with aircrews for operation. It is a multi-role system with missions
ranging from close air support and air interdiction to ISR(intelligence, surveillance and reconnaissance) and monitoring country borders.
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Being an outgrowth of the highly successful MQ-1 Predator, the MQ-9 Reaper is similar to the MQ-1 with the same surveillance gear but
as its name suggests, this new system is a lethal hunter-killer weapon. Larger than the MQ-1, the MQ-9's 66 ft wings not only give it a
longer loiter time, but also an incredible weapons carrying capacity of 3,000 pounds. It can carry up to 14 Hellfire missiles (compared to
2 for MQ-1) or weapons including the GBU-12 Paveway Il LGBs, GPS-guided JDAM family bombs, Sidewinder missiles, etc. Such huge
array of weapons has turned the MQ-9 into a feared enemy of all. The MQ-9 system also overcomes previous UAVs conflicting demands
for payload, speed, altitude and persistence, and can fly twice as fast and twice as high as the MQ-1.

The MQ-9 Reaper was deployed to Afghanistan in October 2007 and flew it first operational mission in Iraq in July 2008. Operators of the
MQ-8 include the United States Air Force, the United States Navy, the Royal Air Force, the Italian Air Force and non military users
including NASA and the US Department of Homeland Security / Customs and Border Protection (DHS/CBP).
